(1) of Article 165 of the Constitution of India. The Advocate General of the State shall
hold office during the pleasure of the Governor.

The department of the Advocate General, State of Himachal Pradesh is basically
an advisory and non-plan department. The main object of this department is to conduct
all types of cases before the Hon’ble High Court of Himachal Pradesh as well as before
the Central Administrative Tribunal, on behalf of the Government of Himachal Pradesh.

discharge the functions conferred on him by or under the Constitution of India or any
other law for the time being in force.

The
main object of this department is to watch the Government interest in all cases in which
the State Government is a party before the High Court and Central Administrative
Tribunal and as such, does not deal and initiate any Administrative and Economic
